In order to protect our school’s carpeting and expensive gymnasium flooring, all elementary children will be required to bring two pairs of non-marking shoes to school on the first day.  One pair will remain at school and will be labeled by their teachers as “Inside” shoes.  The other pair will remain unlabeled “Outside” shoes.  Upon entering the school each morning, every child will change their “Outside” pair for their “Inside” pair.
