In last December’s newsletter, | referenced the article, “ Teaching and Testing the
Skills That Matter Most” by Harvard Professor, Tony Wagner. Inthisarticle,
Wagner identified seven “survival skills’ that all students need in order to be suc-
cessful in college, to excel in good jobs, and to be leadersin their community. Asa
staff we are closely monitoring our practices to ensure that we are providing stu-
dents with skills needed to not only survive, but to thrive, in an increasingly com-
petitive global world.

Effective oral and written communication and the ability to critically think and
problem solve are two of the seven skillsidentified by Dr. Wagner. Again this year,
our building goals focus on these important skills. As an organization we are com-
mitted to increasing the number of critical thinking and problem solving opportuni-
tiesfor students. We are also continuing to focus on improving the quality of non-
fiction writing our students produce. These two goals, coupled with a more system-
atic approach to student preparation for the ACT examination, will guide our work
during the 2009-10 school year.
