Therisk of motor vehicle crashes among 16-19 year old’sis higher than any
other age group. Traffic crashes are the leading cause of death for people ages
15-19. In order to expose our students to the painful realities of these stagger-
ing and frightful statistics, we presented the “ Forever Changed” program on
September 21%. Utilizing several student volunteers to act as crash victims and
working with Froedtert Hospital, local police and fire departments, the presen-
tation allowed our students to witness first-hand the devastating impact car
crashes have on a student population and the community where there live.

A simulated crash was set up on the high school track in the morning, which
was designed to emphasize critical factors of driving, such as inattentive driv-
ing, risk-taking behaviors and driving inexperience. At the end of the day, the
students were brought together in the main gymnasium to view a presentation
of the after-effects of acar crash. Because of the wonderful work of our stu-
dent mock-crash volunteers, the presentation provided an opportunity for the
students to see the impact of how their day-to-day decisions personally effect
their lives.
