Trampoline Safety                                                      
 

With the return of nice weather, soon we will be seeing more trampolines in our 

backyards and our neighbor’s backyards.  This is worrisome to those of us in the 

medical field as trampoline related injuries are responsible for as many as 92,000 emergency room 

visits every year.  The injuries can range in severity from fractures, spinal injuries, and sometimes-

serious head injuries.  Most of these accidents are preventable.  They occur not because kids fly off 

the trampoline, but because another child lands on them, or they do something inappropriate, such 

as riding a bike on the trampoline. If you do have a trampoline, only one person at a time should be 

on it.  As more people get on, the risk of injury increases.  If one or two kids jump up, then the tram-

poline is like concrete for the child coming down.  Kids can even break their arms or legs as they 

land.  Supervision should be available at all times. Never allow your kids on the trampoline without 

an adult available for supervision and to assist in case of an injury. 

 

Healthy Snack Suggestions for Kids 

 

Snacks are an important part of a growing child’s diet.  Healthy snacks give children 

extra calorie and nutrients between meals.  Skip a pre-packaged snack food and have 

some fun with your child.  Here is a list of healthy snack ideas that are easy to make 

and kids can help with! 

Peel a banana and dip it in yogurt.  Roll in crushed cereal and freeze. 

Spread peanut butter on apple slices. 

Inside out Sandwich: Spread mustard on a slice of deli meat.  Wrap around a bread-

stick. 

Make snack kabobs.  Put cubes of low-fat cheese and grapes on pretzel sticks. 

Mini Pizza: Toast an English muffin, drizzles with pizza sauce and sprinkle with low-

fat mozzarella cheese.  

Rocky Road:  Break a graham cracker into bite-size pieces. Add to low-fat chocolate 

pudding along with a few miniature marshmallows.

Wisconsin Covenant Pledge ï what really is this??? 

Each Winter/Spring, I go into the 8th grade classrooms to introduce an opportunity from Governor Jim Doyleôs office, called 

the Wisconsin Covenant Pledge.  The goal of the Covenant is to let all 8th graders know college is an option if they are willing 

to work hard throughout high school, starting on the very first day of freshman year.  The goals that students set by signing 

the Wisconsin Covenant Pledge will help them prepare for higher education. 

Students who sign the Wisconsin Covenant Pledge promise to: 

Graduate from high school 

Maintain at least a B average 

Take classes in high school that will prepare them for college 

Be active in their community 

In return, students who successfully fulfill the pledge will be guaranteed a place at a University of Wisconsin System institu-

tion, Wisconsin Technical College, or Wisconsin private college or university.  If it is needed, a student can also expect to 

receive financial aid based on the familyôs federally-defined financial need. 

The Wisconsin Covenant does not mean free tuition and automatic admission to any school a student wishes to attend.  The 

Wisconsin Covenant is an opportunity for students to declare in 8th grade that they want to attend college.  As an added bene-

fit, the Wisconsin Covenant Community will inform students of resources for academic support, opportunities to attend 

events on Wisconsin post-secondary campuses, and encouragement to keep students focused on their goal of succeeding in 

high school.   

I recommend you take the time to visit www.wisconsincovenant.wi.gov to learn more all about the pledge.  The form/

application can easily be printed off this website. You can also call the Office of the Wisconsin Covenant at 608-267-9389.  

The deadline for applications is September 30th  but I would strongly encourage you to mail them in as soon as possible.  

Once the Wisconsin Covenant office receives it, they will put you on their mailing list for additional mailings throughout the 

summer.
